Envisioned itinerary:  	

Day 1:  Arrive to Managua. Take bus to the town of Somoto. Check in the hotel. Dinner followed by a 
review of the itinerary. 

Day 2:  Visit to Somoto School to share learning strategies and to deliver educational supplies. Lunch 
at local restaurant followed by an afternoon visit to families to deliver humanitarian aid and food. 

Day 3: Visit to second school.  Afternoon visit to families to deliver food baskets and humanitarian 
aid. 

Day 4: Medical and nutrition clinic and well at humanitarian organization “Hombres y Mujeres de 
Valor.” Followed by an afternoon activity for children (piñata, candy, games, etc), and distribution of 
toys and children clothing. 

Day 5: Visit to Somoto Canyon ($5 light lunch at attraction) and afternoon visit to children home to 
deliver toys and children clothing. Dinner and debrief at local restaurant. 

Day 6: Departure for the USA. 

Package Price for this trip is $800.00.  
This price includes food, transportation, lodging, and donations for food baskets, school supplies, 
and donations to establish and furnish an afterschool program in Somoto.
Airfare cost and airline reservations are the responsibility of the participant.
